So what exactly are you going to do. The advisory group initial role will be to help develop:
A vision statement for the plan.  A vision statement is a way of saying what a community aspires to be ideally as we look forward over the next 20 years. What are a communities shared values. It gives the community something to aim for. the plan that is developed subsequently should be supportive of the vison.
The advisory group will also help develop the specific goals that help achieve the vision. These are going to be fairly high level ideas an example might be - make Benton a green city with abundant open spaces and parks that are easily accessible to all citizens, 
The primary focus of this meeting today will be getting input to help shape a vison for the plan and to help develop goals for the plan. However, we are not aiming to have a finished vision or goals after this meeting. We will take what we hear today and compare that with what we have already heard in the online survey and see if we can draft a version of the vision statement and goals that can be refined and revised as needed. 

After we have developed the vison and goals. The advisory group will then help develop specific strategies that the city can implement to help further goals that have been developed. And then we also want to develop objectives which are a way of measuring our progress towards achieving the goals.
